REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

JANUARY 7, 2019

Roll Call was taken and all members of the City Council except Richard Kerley were present. Minutes from the pervious meeting were presented to the City Council. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the minutes. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Under New Business the following topics were added. Item E) Dollar General Entrance and Item F) Liability Insurance. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Appropriation Ordinance #12 was presented to the City Council. Mary Lou Peace stated that the tire repairs should be done in Arma to keep the money in town. Mayor will speak to the City Supervisor. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve for payment Appropriation Ordinance #12. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ARMA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Leesa Rhodes gave her monthly report to the City Council.  Topics brought up were; Loan forgiveness on grants/loans; Crawford Co. funds that can be obtained (paperwork has already been submitted); Opportunity Zone meeting at PSU; Rogel building; Folks from Pennsylvania who are looking into opening a grocery store.
PROPER PURCHASING PROCEDURES

Rick Smith went over the process that was preformed in purchasing the new Police vehicle and that the City Council should have had the opportunity to review options prior to the check being submitted to Molle Automotive.  Rick told the Council that they had 3 options at this time. 1 they can return the vehicle and be reimbursed; 2 they can ratify the purchase as it is now or 3 they can ratify the purchase and go through with a loan on the vehicle.  Ray Vail made the motion to ratify the purchase with the check that has been submitted to Molle Automotive. Mary Lou felt that the purchase should stand as is.  Mary Lou also stated that the City Council needs to setup a fund for future purchases. Mary Lou Peace made a motion to pay the Police vehicle out of Depreciation and Surplus Fund. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
NEW BUSINESS

RICHARD KERLEY'S RESIGNATION

Rock Anderson read aloud Richard Kerley's letter of resignation. Rock stated that Richard had done a great job for the City and he hated to lose such a good person. Ray and Scott agreed with Rock. Ray stated that Council needs to start treating the employees with respect or otherwise we will be losing good employees. Dick Cleland made the motion to accept Richard's resignation. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was accepted by the majority, Scott Popejoy voted no.

2019 HAY BALING

Mary Lou Peace suggested accepting bids by price per bale with Landlord receiving 1/3 with 2 cuttings. Rick Smith said that a letter to Jeff Cleland needs to be sent 30 days prior to letting the bid. 

Scott Popejoy made the motion to let the bid following approval of the ad by City Council. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

BARRICADE ON E. WILLIAMS ST.

John Gorentz presented a proposal to install a barricade at the end of E. Williams St. by Frank Esposito's house to stop traffic from driving over open land. John stated that he had a rail that would work. Dick Cleland made the motion to have the guard rail installed. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
BRENDA BANKS; LIBRARY

Brenda Banks was present to discuss the need of replacing the chairs and tables that are missing from the Library.  There are events that require the need of this items and Brenda would appreciate the City Council purchasing 1 table and 35 chairs to help out.  Dick Cleland made the motion to allow the purchase of 1 table and 35 chairs. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

DOLLAR GENERAL DRIVEWAY

Dick Cleland brought up the need to put a new driveway into Dollar General due to traffic issues on W South St. Mary Lou Peace stated that she had called Dollar General but not response.  This issue needs to be brought to Dollar General since this is their property and hey would be the one to install a new entrance, according to Rick Smith.
LIABILITY INSURANCE

Mary Lou Peace asked to have bids submitted on the 2019 Liability Insurance and Workman Compensation and to have the bids presented at the March 4th meeting so that a final decision can be made at the second meeting in March. Bette Lessen reported that a statement for 2019 Workman's Compensation has arrived and needs to be paid before the end of January.  According to Rob Lessen when he presented his bid last year he informed the Council that the Work Comp policy is a Jan to Dec. and that the City would have an off year with KMIT in 2018 but would have a full year in 2019.
Mary Lou Peace made the motion to advertise for Liability Insurance. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT

Howard Camp presented last months call sheet to the City Council. February 4-6th he and Roger Wilson would like to take a class in Joplin which will cost $600.00. Dick Cleland made the motion to allow the two officers to go to the class. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Howard also stated that he would need a new radio for the new truck. Scott Popejoy made the motion to purchase a new radio for the new truck. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

COUNCIL COMMENTS

Scott Popejoy brought up filling the open position on the City Council. Rock Anderson said that this will be put on the next agenda. 

Mary Lou Peace brought up the next Living Well dinner at the City Library on Jan 23rd and that all of the City Council members should be there.

Rock Anderson addressed the City Council on stated that he hopes that 2019 will be a better year of working together on the Council than the past year.
