REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Ray Vail made the motion to accept the minutes as revised. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the agenda. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING

Rock Anderson brought up the opportunity the City has on a 40/60 grant for a new swimming pool. John Gorentz was asked to look into this and to get some figures for the City Council.

WORKMAN'S COMPENSATION

Rock Anderson stated that Rob Lessen was out of town so Susan Pommier will speak on the issue of the City's work comp insurance. Susan said that she could answer what ever questions the Council may have and if not research the question and get back to the Council. Bette Lessen reported that Rob had informed the City Council at their 2nd meeting last March that the Workman's Compensation was put on a short plan since the policy with Hartman Ins. finalizes May 1 and that the full policy will begin Jan. 2019 for 1 full year. KMIT's premium is $12,875.00.  Scott Popejoy mad the motion to pay KMIT for the 2019 policy. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
HUDDLESTON'S CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT; TONYA MOSS

Tonya Moss, Chairman of the Zoning Board reported that the Board had met and discussed the issue but felt that their recommendation to the City Council in 2017 stands and that the Conditional Use Permit was recommended for Gunsmithing and Cerakoting only. Mitch and Misty Huddleston were present and the City Council asked them if they understood and if they had any questions. Huddleston's stated that they understood and were good with the out come.

2019 HAY BALING AD
Rick Smith presented an ad to the City Council for the 2019 Hay Baling. Rick explained that the contract could be misunderstood by the person/persons bidding and could lead to problems as last year. Rick recommended to the City Council that all went well with Mr. Cleland and maybe the Council should consider staying with Mr. Cleland.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to continue the baling contract for the same price as 2018. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

OPEN CITY COUNCIL POSITION

Rock Anderson addressed the open position and that the City should take letters of interest. Scott Popejoy made the motion to have Letters of Interest brought to City Hall by noon Friday February 1st and to have this advertised in the newspaper. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

KMEA BOARD MEMBERS APPOINTMENTS

Mary Lou Peace made the motion to table this matter until the 5th Council member is appointed. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

MAYOR'S JOB; MARY LOU PEACE

Mary Lou Peace handed out 2 pages on state statues and read aloud what a Mayor's job entails.

TRANSFER OF FUNDS; MARY LOU PEACE

Mary Lou Peace stated that 2 new funds should be setup for Police Dept and the Fire Dept on purchasing new vehicles.  Bette Lessen explained the process and stated that doing a transfer it should be worked into the Budget and have money designated for the transfer.

METER READING DATES; MARY LOU PEACE

Mary Lou Peace questioned the dates that the City Employees read the utility meters, that they don't read on the same day that is printed on the utility card and people read their own meters so the reading is in accurate. A heated discussion processed with the City Council and members of the audience. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to have the City Employees read the utility meters on the 16th and if the 16th is on a Saturday they will read on Friday the 15th. If the 16th is on a Sunday then the meters will be read on Monday the 17th. Dick Cleland 2nd the motion.  The motion was defeated 3 against, 2 in favor.

EMPLOYEE 2.8% COST OF LIVING INCREASE; ROCK ANDERSON

Rock Anderson recommended a 2.8% cost of living increase for the City Employees retroactive to January 1st. Dick Cleland made the motion to table this issue until the new member of the City Council was appointed. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

2019 CLOTHING ALLOWANCE; BETTE LESSEN

Bette Lessen asked the City Council if they were allowing this years clothing allowance to be paid the City Employees.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the clothing allowance payment to the City Employees. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion carried, 3 to 2.
