ARMA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT REPORT

Leesa Rhodes reported on working with Rural Development to help our community.

LETTER'S OF INTENT; ROCK ANDERSON

The Mayor addressed the open position on the City Council and stated that five Arma residents had submitted their letter of intent;  Dave Ashmore, Carma Burns, Leesa Rhodes, Austin Spragg, and Travis Wood. The Mayor asked each candidate to address the Council on their qualifications. Bette Lessen stated that the seat would be on the ballot in November then in 2 years again the seat would be on the ballot. KMEA BOARD MEMBER APPOINTMENTS; ROCK ANDERSON

Rock Anderson stated that the 2 Director's which Richard Kerley held one of the positions would both need to be appointed as well as the Alternate's position. Scott Popejoy stated that he would continue on with Director #1, Dick Cleland said he would hold Director #2 position and Ray Vail stated he would continue as the Alternate. 2.8% COST OF LIVING INCREASE; ROCK ANDERSON

Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the Utility incentive. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Scott Popejoy made the motion to table the grant request. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
