UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING

Rock Anderson brought up the grant for the swimming pool which the Council had discussed at other meetings. The Mayor felt that since the City will have to contribute 40% plus did not have this project included into the 2019 Budget it would be better to set this idea to the side. Rock did bring up for the City Council to work on for the next discussion the Strengths and Weaknesses  of our Community and to have the City Council each have a list for the March discussion on strengths.   
2.8% COST OF LIVING INCREASE; ROCK ANDERSON

Rock stated that when the motion was made for this increase it was not stated that the raise begin Jan. 1st. Scott Popejoy made the motion to table this issue until the next meeting. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
VANESSA KENT'S SALARY INCREASE

DANNY ROGEL PROPERTY 401 E. WASHINGTON

Rock Anderson brought up the condemnation of this structure. Ray Vail agreed that this building needs to be removed for the safety of the community. Rock Anderson recommended that the City get bids on the razing and cleanup of this structure. Scott Popejoy made the motion to condemn the structure at 401 E. Washington. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Scott Popejoy made the motion to get bids on the demolition of the structure to be opened on March 18th and to have them received at the City Hall by Friday march 15th 4:30 p.m. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

PART-TIME OFFICER

Rock first asked Bette Lessen to explain the KPERS issue with the Council on Roger Wilson.  Bette stated that since Roger is a retired individual but works for the City and the City contributes to KPERS for the City side, Roger is only allowed to work up to $25,000.00 anything over that amount the City will be required to pay 30% of Roger's check gross amount. Howard Camp stated that he was aware of this and he was working on it, Roger is also been made aware of it. 

Howard stated that his department needs more part-time help and he has Val Bevilacqua with the Sheriff's office who can work for Arma and that Howard recommends. Travis Wood made the motion to hire this officer following approval of Mary Lou Peace. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

HWY UTILITY LOCATION BIDS

John Gorentz explained the process that KDOT will do dealing with the utilities on Hwy 69 prior to the 4 lane highway being started. The bids will be open on March 4th at 1 p.m. and this project will be 100% paid through KDOT.  New and larger pipe lines for water and sewer plus new lines on the electric.

CERTIFICATE OF DEPOSIT BIDS

Two bids were received, Girard National Bank;  1.81 % and Community National Bank;  1.91 %.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept Community National Banks bid. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NUISANCES AT 207 AND 209 E. WASHINGTON

Travis Wood brought up and shared pictures of these two properties and the condition they are in.  Howard Camp stated that Gerry Wayman is working on both of those properties. Travis asked Rick Smith how long this takes and Rick said that it can be months.  The Police Dept will be checking back with the Council on these two properties.

ELECTRIC DIGGER TRUCK; ROCK ANDERSON
Rock Anderson reviewed his decision with Council approval on sending the truck to the repair shop. John Gorentz stated that this is just a band aid and that an additional $2000.00 needs to be done on this truck to have it operating correctly. John will do some research and get back with the City Council.

COUNCIL POSITIONS; ROCK ANDERSON

Rock Anderson brought up Richard Kerley's position on the Council with the water department and with Travis working Rock felt that Travis should be over Recreation, Parks and Library. Have Ray take care of Water and Rock can go back to the Bone Creek Water board for the City. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the Mayor's recommendation. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
