NEW BUSINESS

K.M.E.A. ; GERRY BIEKER 

Gerry Bieker and Tom Sidler  were present to go over the City's options to look into other avenues for power besides Westar Energy. Paperwork was presented and gone over with the Council on KMEA's Portfolio from Westar and WAPA supply the past year. Tom told the Council that the City can make more revenue and pay less for it. The City's contract with Westar ends on May 2019. The Mayor asked Richard Kerley if he would do some research on KMEA's other references and report back to the Council at a later date.

HABITATE FOR HUMANITY

Gerald Lutter was present to ask the City Council for a lot to build a 4 bedroom 2 bath home in Westland Acers. Gerald gave the Council 2 different layouts for the new home, and he told the Council that the family already lives in Arma and has children in the school system. The house will be the required 1500 sq ft. Gerald asked if they could have Lot 17 because if lines up with the other homes across the street.
