REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
MARCH 4, 2019

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT REPORT
Leesa Rhodes was present to update the City Council. Leesa addressed the folks from Pennsylvania returning home and the City getting involved with Rural Housing Development.

2.8% COST OF LIVING INCREASE; ROCK ANDERSON
Rock brought back up giving the City Employees the 2.8% increase starting the first payroll for 2019. Ray Vail made the motion to make the increase retroactive to January 1st. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved by Scott Popejoy, Ray Vail and Travis Wood voting Yes and Dick Cleland and Mary Lou Peace voting No.

VANESSA KENT SALARY INCREASE
Bette Lessen addressed the City Council on why Vanessa Kent should receive a $1.00 increase. Vanessa Kent added that she did not expect both increases but the 1.00 would be appreciated. Scott Popejoy made the motion to give Vanessa a $1.00 increase instead of the 2.8%. Ray Vail  seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The motion was approved by Scott Popejoy, Ray Vail and Travis Wood voting Yes. Dick Cleland and Mary Lou Peace voted No. 

EMPLOYEE SALARIES; MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace handed out a salary rate chart to the Council members. She again stated that she did not find that a percentage increase was fair to all the employees that an evaluation should be done on each employee to determine whether or not the employee has earned an increase in their salary.  Dawnas Gorentz handed out John Gorentz’s evaluation paperwork to the Council members.  Travis Wood made the motion to hold a Special Meeting on May 1 at 6:30 p.m. to discuss employee evaluations and job descriptions. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

LIABILITY INSURANCE BIDS
Rock Anderson invited Rob Lessen with Fox Insurance to address the Council on his bid for the 2019 Liability Insurance policy. Rob handed out copy to each Council Member for their review. Dick Cleland asked Rob how much of an increase from last years policy. Rob stated that there was a .4% increase on property.  
Tim Travis with Billiard, Hartman and Hammer of Ft. Scott addressed the Council and presented two binders and handouts on his companies bid. Dick Cleland made the motion to table the issue until the next meeting March 18th. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

CITY WIDE CLEANUP
Bette Lessen reported that John Gorentz would prefer April 22 through 26. Travis Wood made the motion to hold the Citywide cleanup on April 22nd through April 26th. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UTILITY BILLS; MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace stated that utility clients have not been getting their utility bills this month and she has contacted Pitt Craft on what they can do on printing new utility cards that will work better with the postal service. Vanessa Kent stated that she still had several boxes of cards to use. Vanessa checked on the number then reported that there are just over 9000 utility cards.

MINUTES; MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace reported that since she was unable to attend the last meeting, she did not have the opportunity to address the previous minutes from Jan. 21st meeting under the topic of reading of utility meters. That Mary Lou had made the motion to approve the reading dates as the 16th and if the 16th is on a Saturday then the meter is read on the 15th but if the 16th is on a Sunday then they are read on the 17th. Mary Lou and Dick Cleland voted Yes on her motion. Scott Popejoy, Ray Vail and Rock Anderson voted No on the motion. The motion was defeated.

Rock Anderson addressed the issue of the Council doing research/investigations as a group not as a sole member taking it upon one’s self to go out on their own without approval from the Council.

Dick Cleland stated that he and John Gorentz had discussed this year’s street paving and that what will take place is paving and patching in intersections.  Further information will be reported to the City Council.


POLICE CHIEF REPORT
Howard Camp introduced the new part-time Police officer, Val Bevilacqua, Rock Anderson swore-in Val. Howard also reported on Tommy Leftwich still on work comp and do to a shortage of officers the new truck has not been delivered to the shop in MO.
