HWY UTILITY RELOCATION BIDS; JOHN GORENTZ
John Gorentz reported on the bid opening for this project. KDOT is covering the expense but the City needs to sign off on it before they can proceed. TriStar Utilities won the bid per the engineers, PEC. Dick Cleland made the motion to have the Mayor sign off on the paperwork. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

LIABILITY INSURANCE BIDS
Scott Popejoy stated that he had run the numbers and that Fox Ins. Was the lower of the two bids. Mary Lou Peace asked to have the guys do an inventory list of all equipment and tools. Rob Lessen said that the policy has a blanket over the tools that would cover lost or damage of $1000.00 or less.  Dick Cleland made the motion to accept Fox Insurance bid for $26,015.00. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

BRENDA BANKS; LIBRARY
Brenda Banks was present to report on three issues;
First the Summer Luncheon program will begin after school is finished and will continue until school is back in, August. Volunteers are needed to help serve the food as well as deliver.

The Park next to the Library still needs to have the stage built. Brenda was instructed to get with John Gorentz.

Brenda then informed the City Council about the Community Garden that will be started this garden season. 6,000.00 was given from a grant through Living Well and they are raising 3000.00 for a total of 9,000.00. Brenda asked if the City would provide the water for the garden. Also, discussion was held on where the garden will be located. Brenda preferred it to be behind the Library. Ray Vail made the motion to have the City donate the water needed. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UTILITY POSTAGE CARDS

Council discussed using half of Lot 8 as well as the Lot to the south of Thunder Bay in Westland Acers. Travis Wood made the motion to table this issue for review. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Caleb Smith, area Director introduced himself to the City Council and explained what Kansas Apple Seed does for the residents with food access, poverty and political support.
