SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
MAY 1, 2019


Mayor Rock Anderson opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll call was taken and all members of the City Council were present.  Rick Smith the City Attorney was not present. 

The Mayor stated that this Special Meeting was being held to discuss the City Employee job descriptions, and each member of the Council signed off on the sheet which specified the reason for this meeting.

Council agreed that the Director and the employee should both write up a job description.
