REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
MAY 6, 2019

The minutes from the April 15th meeting were presented for Council approval. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the minutes and Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Minutes from the May 1st meeting were then presented to the Council. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Rock Anderson presented the evenings agenda. Under New Business one addition was made; H) Budget Workshop and Mary Lou Peace added an Executive Session on Non-Elected Personnel Matters. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
Appropriation Ordinance #4 was presented to City Council by Scott Popejoy.  Scott made the motion to approve Appropriation Ordinance #4 for payment. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Rock Anderson made his Yearly appointments as Mayor of Arma.  Rock stated that the City of Arma would continue publications through the Pittsburg Morning Sun, Banking would continue with Community National Bank and GN Bank.  The City Council meetings would be held on the 1st and 3rd Monday’s of each month beginning at 6:30 p.m. and that all staff currently working would stay the same. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the Mayor’s recommendation. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

SUPERVISOR JOHN GORENTZ; JOB DESCRIPTIONS
John Gorentz addressed the City Council on the issue of job descriptions. John explained that each of the guys are trained properly to do the work requested of them.  The matter of pulling electric meters was also discussed and John stated that anyone of the City employees can pull and re-set electric meters without injury. Chuck Burns, the City Electrician explained to the City Council how his department works and how he and Kevin Goodwin process the work load. Mary Lou Peace stated that Chuck should be replacing electric line however Chuck disagreed with Mary Lou’s opinion. Rick Smith stated that Chuck should get a bid on what it would cost the City to replace the electric line that Mary Lou feels is inadequate. Scott Popejoy stated that as a Council member John has his full support on his decision making.  Council asked John to work on the guys job descriptions so the Council would have a better perspective of each employee’s duties when and if the would need to fill a position.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

UTV/ATV AND GOLD CART USE AS A VEHICLE
Mary Lou Peace reported that she had gotten information from Ft. Scott, Frontenac and Columbus and Vanessa received information from Mulberry, Girard and Cherokee. Mary Lou also stated that she has spoke to the Police Chief Howard Camp and Roger Wilson and how they felt about this issue. City Council agreed that they all preferred how Ft Scott had their Ordinance written. Travis Wood made the motion to table this topic until the next meeting. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

REVIEWING INDIVIDUAL UTIITY BILLS; RICK SMITH

Rick felt that a form should be signed by the utility user before their information is shared.  Rick thought there had been a form and stated that he would research this and get back to the City Council on re-establishing this form.
