The 
motion was approved. Rick Smith stated that the Council would have to reject the first bid 
for $17,500.00 Lease purchase agreement. Richard Kerley made the motion to rescind the 
prior lease purchase agreement. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

WEB PAGE

Mary Lou reported on a new plan that needs to be purchased for the City web page. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to renew at $120.00 with a 10% discount for the next two years. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
POLICE CHIEF REPORT

Howard reported on Tommy Leftwich's request to attend a class in West Virginia. The class is 165.00 and Tommy will cover the rest. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to allow Tommy's request. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
