REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
MAY 21, 2018

Bob Zagonel and Chuck Kunshek addressed the issue of when the Bone Creek Water meter is to be read so they will be on the same schedule. John Gorentz stated that it will be read on the 15th of the month.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT REPORT

Lissa Rhodes addressed the City Council on the current activity of the group. Lissa also asked the Council to allow she and Misty Huddleston to attend a 2 day seminar. The cost per person is $150.00 plus $114.00 per night for a motel room. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to have the City pick up the cost for the 2 ladies to attend the 2 day seminar. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

WESTAR ENERGY; BILL BIRNEL

Bill Birnel was present to speak to the City Council about the energy that Westar can provide to the City. Bill was asked to bring back to the Council a 5, 7, and 10 year proposal that the Council could look over. Bill will have Justin contact Bette about the transformer issue.
KMEA ENERGY PROPOSAL

Paul was present to let the Council know that if they would like to wait to review what Westar presents the numbers with KMEA may need to be adjusted but KMEA will wait until the City Council decides what they feel is the best avenue for the City's future.
WESTLAND ACERS HAY BALING

Mary Lou Peace reminded the Council of her conversation with Jeff Cleland. Shawn Stark who was the only bid spoke on his behalf and his desire to receive the bid.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to continue on the verbal contract with Jeff Cleland and to terminate said contact on Feb. 1, 2019. Jeff will also pay the City 1/3 fair market value for the hay. Ray Vail seconds the motion. Motion was approved.
BIDS ON LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENT

Mayor opened two bids. First from University for 3.64% and Community National for 3.27%. Both are for a 6 year agreement. Dick Cleland made the motion to accept Community National Banks bids for 3.27%. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

CARLY JUNIOR PROPERTY

The City Council continued with the Junior property located at 201 W. Perry. Carly Junior was not present at the meeting and the Council was informed that no progress had been made since the last discussion on this took place. Scott Popejoy made the motion to condemn the property and to publish for demolition bids. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 
TRAILER PARK SEWER CHARGES

Bette Lessen asked the Council if they want the 2 individuals at the DJ Homes Park who do not have water meters but use water to receive sewer charges or just continue not charging them. Richard Kerley made the motion to charge both water users a monthly minimum sewer charge. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Rick Smith stated that the City Council can modify the policy or leave it as it now reads. Dick Cleland made the motion to honor the State Status 21-6002. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion past 3 yes to 2 no's.

SWIMMING POOL ADMISSION

Mary Lou Peace stated that she felt the pool charges for daily entrance as well as the Single and Family passes should be the same price and not be higher for those who live outside the City limits. Mary Lou made the motion to have the same price for all to enter. The motion died do to the lack of a second.
