REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
JUNE 3, 2019


Mayor, Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll call was taken and all members of the City Council except Ray Vail and the City Attorney Rick Smith were present. The minutes from the previous meetings were presented to the Council. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the minutes from the May 6th meeting. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  There was no need to approve the minutes from the May 20th meeting due to a lack of attendance by members of the City Council. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Under New Business Item F) City Pond was added and under 7a. Librarian Report was added. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Appropriation Ordinance #5 was presented by Scott Popejoy for approval of payment. Questions were asked and answered on the issues of LIEAP and Pitney Bowes postal charges. Mary Lou Peace brought up that she had reviewed the bills and that there were 2 that belong to the Crawford Co. Rural Fire Dept that needed to be removed.  Bette Lessen reported that after Mary Lou had spoke to Mike McLeod, Mike called Bette and asked her to report those two bills.  Bette stated that she had already removed them from the CDL payment. Dick Cleland questioned all of the bills for electric supplies and materials and wondered why these items had not been brought to the City Council for their review?  Rock Anderson stated that as he remembered these purchases were brought to the Council’s attention a month ago for replacement parts. Scott Popejoy said that this is what he remembered, and Travis Wood agreed.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve Appropriation Ordinance #5 for payment with the change on the CDL bill. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Lissa Rhodes was present to review the past months activities with the City Council.
1.  The City pond should be structured for ADA which currently it is not adaptable for wheel chair use.  Travis Wood said he would contact KS. Wildlife and Game about the City’s previous grant dealing with this matter.
2. Opportunity Zone and the City’s chances for improvements. Also, Dick Horton and his partner in Springfield, MO. could be a big help dealing with survey work that would need to be done. Council asked to have Dick’s partner invited to address this matter with them.

CITY BUSINESS LICENSE
Ordinance 619 on City Business License was given to the City Council. Rick Smith had written a new Ordinance that would have business’s purchase their license in January of each year. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to table this issue until the next meeting. This motion died due to a lack of a second to her motion. Dick Cleland made the motion to approve Ordinance #619 for publication. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved by all members present except Mary Lou Peace who voted No. The motion passed 3 to 1 in favor.

UTV/ATV AND GOLF CART USE
City Council continued discussion on this issue.  All agreed that they liked the format that Ft. Scott has setup for the use of UTV’s and Golf Carts.  All members agreed that ATV’s should not be allowed on the streets in Arma and that the use of these two vehicles should be from Dawn to Dusk. Also, a yearly license fee of $75.00 should be assessed.  Travis Wood made the motion to approve the use of UTV and Golf Carts Dawn to Dusk with a yearly $75.00 fee and to exempt them from using West Street.  Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

CERTIFICATE OF DEPOSIT
2 bids were received, Community National Bank and Girard National Bank. 
Girard National bid 1.96% and Community National bid 1.97% Mary Lou Peace made the motion to accept Community National Banks bid for 1.97%. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

BOOK BOX
Bette Lessen reported on behalf of the Arma School system on the issue of placing a Book Box onto the City’s property. Bette explained the purpose of the box and that in the summer could help children accomplish more reading.  Brenda Banks offered the WIFI Park since it has lighting, tables and security cameras. Travis Wood made the motion to allow the Book Box to be placed at the WIFI Park. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

ZONING BOARD RECOMMENDATION
Bette Lessen reported that the Zoning Board had met and are recommending Shelly Corley as a new member to the board.  Shelly was present and was introduced to the City Council. Travis Wood made the motion to approve the Zoning Boards recommendation. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

2020 BUDGET PREPARATION 
Rock Anderson stated that being the first of June the City Council should be looking at expenditures for the 2020 Budget. Scott Popejoy stated that he would setup the form used last year for the Council members and their departments.  Mary Lou stated that she would like the paperwork from the County Treasurer on the Motor Vehicle and Appraisal Taxes emailed.

CITY PARK RESTROOM
Mary Lou Peace questioned why this restroom is not open in the summer months for residents to use.  The other members of the City Council explained the vandalism that has taken place in the past years. Mary Lou felt that the Police and the City workers could keep any eye on the facility so that this would not happen, but Howard Camp spoke up and said that his guys are working Arma they don’t have the time to babysit the restroom.  Mary Lou felt that a camera installed would help and to open the restroom from say 8:30 to Dusk.  Rock Anderson felt a camera plus 9 to 5.  Howard Camp was asked to get prices on a camera.  

CITY POND
Travis Wood reported that one of the best solutions to the moss is grass carp and either this fall or next spring the KS Wildlife will add more to the City Pond. Another idea is adding aeration to the pond.  

The City Pool will be open this coming Wednesday for the season now that the new filters have been installed.

POLICE CHIEF RFEPORT
Howard Camp handed out his monthly report and he discussed the issue of cutting high grass in residential areas.

LIBRARY REPORT
Brenda Banks reported that the Lord’s Diner will be coming to Arma on Tuesday’s beginning June 18th to give free meals out to folks in Arma as well as Mulberry, and Arcadia.  Brenda asked the Council if they could hand out these dinners at the City Park. This would take placed from 5:30 to 6:15. Dick Cleland made the motion to allow the Lord’s Diner to use the City Park. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Brenda reported that with all the rain it looks like the Community Garden might be able to raise vegetables this fall. 

Brenda also stated that the materials for the new stage at the WIFI Park would cost $1,153.00. Travis Wood made the motion to approve the material expense for the stage. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Dick Cleland stated that a plaque should be erected in recognizing the donation of materials that Cleland Concrete gave to the new Park. Brenda will have a plaque made.

Free Lunch began last week and has been successful.  Also 50 pool passes were requested to give out during the Summer Reading program. Travis Wood made the motion to allow the pool passes and Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
