WORK SESSION
JUNE 12, 2019


Mayor Rock Anderson called the work session to order at 6:30 p.m. This work session was held to discuss the City’s electrical substation improvements/restructuring options.
The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll call was taken and all members of the City Council except Ray Vail were present.

Gerry Bieker with K.M.E.A., Dillion Cox with Westar Energy and Mike Schmaderer with
Mid States Energy Works were present to present 3 options to the City Council on how to replace and update the City’s electric substation. Option 1 is staying with Westar Energy Load Center at $330,000, the City upgrading our side of the Old Substation system for $250,000 and moving the Westar metering at a cost of $18,000.  Option 2 is the City purchasing the substation from Westar along with sub minimal improvements at a cost of $79,000 on the improvements and the new Sub Budget (2030) $500,000. And Option 3 would be the City purchasing the substation with all the improvements (Improvements cost $114,000) and the new Substation Budget (2030) $500,000. Dillion also presented a letter to the City Council that once the decision is made by the Council should be signed and returned if the City is moving towards purchasing the substation.  Rock Anderson stated that this letter should be addressed by the middle of August.
Questions were asked about warranties on new transformers, which is 3 to 5 years, as well as the possibility of looking at a 3-phase transformer over the installation of a 3-phase bank.

Council felt that Terry Sercer the City’s CPA needs to be involved dealing with Budget.  The conversation on this issue will continue.
