WORK SESSION
JULY 29, 2019


Mayor Rock Anderson opened the work session at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll was taken and all members of the City Council were present. City Attorney Rick Smith was not present. This work session was held to discuss two topics, 2020 Budget preparation and the new electric substation.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Terry Sercer with Diehl, Banwart, Bolton, Jarred, Bledsoe CPA Firm was present to review the proposed 2020 Budget with the City Council.  Terry explained that he had followed the Councils wishes with what had been given to him and that they could increase this Budget an additional $4,000.00 if they so chose to do.  Discussion was held on placing money into a fund for future purchases of large equipment for the Police and Fire Departments as well as the Electric Department. Terry explained to the Council how they can transfer money from these funds at the end of each fiscal year into this fund to help build the accounts for future expenditures.  Terry suggested that the Council hold the Public Hearing on this budget at their August 19th meeting which will give them the time to review the changes that have been requested in the General Fund at the August 5th meeting. Terry reminded the City Council that once this budget is published the Council can only reduce not increase this budget.

Rock Anderson brought up the new substation and addressed the need for action on the letter to Westar and a decision on which direction the City should go in replacing the old substation. John Gorentz and Chuck Burns are requested to attend the August 5th meeting for this discussion.

The Mayor adjourned the work session at 7:25 p.m.
