   REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
AUGUST 5, 2019


Scott Popejoy President of the Council opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present.  Roll call was taken and the Mayor Rock Anderson was absent. Minutes from the previous meeting were presented to the City Council. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the minutes as presented. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  The minutes from the Work Session were presented and Mary Lou Peace made the motion to accept the minutes. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Scott Popejoy brought the Agenda forward. Under New Business the following was added. Item F) Nuisance Ordinance and an Executive Session on Non-Elected Personnel matter. Dick Cleland made the motion to accept the revised agenda. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Appropriation Ordinance #7 was presented to City Council. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the amended Appropriation Ordinance #7 per the deduction on CDL. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ELECTRIC SUBSTATION
Dylan Cox with Westar Energy was asked about the letter he had addressed to the City Council a month ago and Dylan stated that he would appreciate the letter of understanding between the City of Arma and Westar to be signed yes. Rick Smith reviewed the letter and stated that the wording was acceptable. Travis Wood made the motion to have the letter signed and given to Westar. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
Gerry Beiker, Sam Mills and Mike Schmaderer were present to discuss with the Council the new substation. Council asked when Mike and is company would be able to begin building and Mike stated that next year, they would be in Girard so it might be possible to over lap then. Council was made aware that they would need to receive a bid/quote on what the expense will be to build this new station as well as to finalize the buy out with Westar Energy.  Mike stated that he could get a proposal to the Council within the next 4 to 6 weeks.  The issue was left to this until a proposal is presented.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Leesa Rhodes gave the City Council an update which included the 69 Highway project, Homecoming, health improvements that maybe coming into Arma. Also, the September 20th Lunch and Learn at the Blue Moon.  And the candidate’s forum set for October 20th.

GOLF CART ORDINANCE #621, MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace addressed the issue of Section 9 in Ordinance #621 Exceptions. Mary Lou felt that if the City Council and police are going to allow the exception of the Golf Carts to operate with out following this Ordinance then the State Statute become active. Rick Smith stated that he wrote this Ordinance as Council requested. Mary Lou made the motion after some discussion to table this issue. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

2020 BUDGET
City Council had received the revised budget from Terry Sercer. Dick Cleland made the motion to hold the public hearing at 6:30 on Aug. 19th.  Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUDGET

ELECTRIC UNDERGROUND WIRING PROJECT
Chuck Burns, City Electrician presented a proposal from CDL to the City Council on reworking the electric primary service between the Fireside Dr. and View St. and the 4th St to 6th St.  This area is very hard to work when electric serviced goes down.  City Council did not like the cost of the project and discussed several options. Dick Cleland made the motion to table this issue, but it died due to the lack of second.

HOMECOMING PARADE
Rock Anderson, Scott Popejoy and Travis Wood will be walking in the parade so candy will be purchased to hand out.

AMERICAN LEGION BEER STAMP
Bette Lessen reported that the American Legion had complied and pasted the inspection to hold a beer stamp for Homecoming.  Ray Vail made the motion to allow the beer stamp. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

LAND BANK; MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace stated that the Land Bank has two properties now in it. Scott Popejoy said that this would be recognized by the next annual meeting which will be held before the 31st of January 2020.

JIM NOE, ROUTE 69 DINER; UTILITIES
Leesa Rhodes spoke on Jim’s behalf even though he attended the meeting. Leesa addressed the high cost of electric utility Mr. Noe received for his diner and asked if the City Council would give Mr. Noe a benefit besides the 25% incentive he gets now.  City Council stated that this would not be possible and that he should speak to the landlord about improvements with the buildings electric and insulation.  Mr. Noe also stated that he did not receive the incentive on this bill BUT looking into the matter the following day he did receive the 25% incentive it just does not print out on the utility card as does the water and sewer discount.

NUISNACE ORDINANCE; DICK CLELAND
Dick Cleland brought up the City’s current nuisance ordinance and how it needs to be improved to shorten the time for clean up than the 30 days allowed currently. Bette was asked to send out the current ordinance to each member for the next meeting.
