REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

AUGUST 6, 2018

Mayor Rock Anderson opened the Pubic Hearing on the 2019 Budget. Questions were taken from the floor and answered by Council. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the published 2019 Budget. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved by all members except Dick Cleland.

Mary Lou Peace stated the following; "Before we vote on the budget I would like to clarify to the other members of council as well as those in attendance,  I was not, and am not in favor of the 3% raise and the extra included for the health insurance in the budget and I will be reminding the council that the mayor said “just because it is budgeted does not mean that we have to spend it”. We need to look at following an evaluation and merit raise system with wages for that level defined.  At the point we were at in the special meeting, we had arrived at a reduction that satisfied the figure needed to avoid a mill levy raise or need for special election, therefore I voted in agreement for accepting the revised budget.  Tonight, I will again vote in favor of accepting the proposed budget as we are at a deadline as it has to be submitted to the county timely, but it is not the budget I would like to be approving.  We need to concentrate on funding the city infrastructure." 

The Mayor called the Business meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. The roll call was taken and all members of the City Council were present except Richard Kerley. Minutes from the past two meetings were presented to Council. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the minutes from the Regular meeting, July 16th. Scott Popejoy seconded the motion. The motion was approved. 
The minutes from the Special Meeting on July 23rd were presented and Ray Vail made the motion to accept the minutes as written. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Under New Business Item I) Special Meeting with Westar was added. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Appropriation Ordinance #7 was presented for discussion and approval by City Council. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve for payment Appropriation Ordinance #7. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Bette Lessen stated that Mr. Rogel was unable to attend this meeting but will be at the next and that she had let this issue slid, it should have been brought to the Council in May.  Council will discuss at the August 20th meeting with Mr. Rogel.
ZONING BOARD MEMBERS

Rick Smith presented City Ordinance 616 to the City Council on changing the Board membership from 9 to 7 persons. Scott Popejoy also brought up the revision on the appointments by Council via the year separation per member to be 2 outside City limits, 2 members for 1 year term 1 for 2 members year term and 2 members for a 3 year term. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept and publish Ordinance 616. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

STRATEGIC PLANNING; ROCK ANDERSON

Rock Anderson had past out paperwork on a 16 point plan for the future of Arma. Rock asked each member to review this and to come back to the next meeting with opinions, ideas or suggestions.

UTILITY RELOCATION; HWY 69 PROJECT

Rock Anderson informed the City Council about the utilities that will need to be relocated for the 4 lane highway project. KDOT will cover 100% of the cost Arma just needs to take care of the paperwork and then send it onto KDOT. Council agreed and stated that bids should be taken for the project.

SAFETY CLOTHING; MARY LOU PEACE

Mary Lou Peace addressed the issue of the City guys wearing clothing that distinguishes them with the City logo so when they are in resident's back yards people will know who they are. Mary Lou would like to purchase 5 short sleeve and 5 long sleeve shirts for each guy which would cost around $150.00 per employee. Scott Popejoy brought up the need of all cotton dealing with the City Electrician and others who work with or around him.  Mary Lou Peace made the motion to table this issue until the next meeting. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. 
SPECIAL MEETING WITH WESTAR

Rock Anderson stated that a special meeting needed to be held to talk with representatives from Westar Energy about the City's substation. The meeting needs to be held on Monday August 13th at 6:30 p.m.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to hold a special meeting on the 13th at 6:30 p.m. to discuss the substation. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT

Tommy Leftwich reported for Howard Camp. The monthly static's were handed out also Tommy brought up the change of a Neighborhood Watch on drugs over the Meth street signs that are currently up and Tommy also brought up a Tip Line so residents could contact the Police Dept. without using their name.

LIBRARY REPORT

Brenda Banks reported that over 4000 lunches were served this past summer.

COUNCIL COMMENTS

Ray Vail reported on speaking to Adam Lusker about slowing traffic down on 69 Hwy and the speed limit will be changed to 55 miles per hour soon. Ray also discussed the grass that needs to be taken care of on E. South St.

Mary Lou Peace brought up having the meeting recorded so it can be put onto the City's web page.

Dick Cleland would like to consider purchasing benches and placing them in the business district.
