UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ELECTRICAL SUBSTATION PROPOSAL
Mike Schmaderer with Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. presented his proposal for the City’s new electrical substation. From the cleaning up of the old substation to the building of the new substation plus informing the Council that Solomon Electric could buy the old transformers which might get the City $5000.00 back. Mike informed the City Council on his time issue, that it would take him 4 to 6 months to start the project and 4 to 6 months to finalize so within 1 year the City would have a new station and it will be built on the southeast corner of the parking lot. A diagram was presented so that the City Council could see where it would be located.  City Council asked Mike to get pricing on a 3-Phase system as well as the pricing on 3 transformers for the next Council meeting and then a decision can be made.

ECONNOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Leesa Rhodes updated the City Council on what has taken place and what meetings and projects will be held soon with the Opportunity Zone. Also, Leesa recommended that the City Council work on a Business Perspective for future growth of Arma.
