REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

The minutes from the previous meeting were presented. Richard Kerley stated that his name was misspelled. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the minutes with corrections. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda.  Under Unfinished Business Item G) K.D.O.T. was added and under New Business item B) 208 S. High St. Dick Cleland was added. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the revised agenda. Richard Kerley seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT REPORT

Lissa Rhodes reported on the Associated Grocers meeting in Kansas City and that they are still working on a distribution center. Lissa also reported on the K-8 Give a Child a Book project and how many folks gave to the effort. Also Lissa handed out a hand book on Strategic Planning and that the next Economic Development meeting will be held on the 3rd Tuesday of each month, with Septembers being held on the 18th.
SHINE SOLAR CONTRACT:
Rick Smith stated that he had reviewed the different contracts but feels that he is not qualified to determine if the contract is what Arma needs. Tom with KMEA spoke up and addressed the KMU Distributed Generation Toolkit manual (council received a copy in August). Tom stated that he would have Gerry Bieker contact City Hall on this matter.

DANNY ROGEL PROPERTY

Rock Anderson reviewed the Engineers report that was submitted to the City Council in February 2017. This document reviews the condition of Danny Rogel's building at 401 E Washington St. Richard Kerley stated that some form of support should be installed on the outside of the building. City Council will have barriers placed on the sidewalks around the structure for safety reasons.
 ENERGY CONTRACT, 2020:

A new contract was presented to each City Council member from KMEA. Neal and Tom from KMEA were present to answer any questions the City Council may have. Dick Cleland asked if the City signs with KMEA would Westar Energy give the City any problems or issue in the future. Tom stated that currently there are 13 cities in the MP-3 who work with Westar as Arma does and there have been no circumstances such as this.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the KMEA 7 year contact beginning June 1, 2020. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

SAFETY T-SHIRTS; RICHARD KERLEY
