REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Leesa Rhodes was present to report on the workshop she attended. Also announced the Grocery Store workshop in Parsons, November 14th. Leesa also stated that the 69-highway project should begin this coming year sometime between February and May.

NEW BUSINESS

BLUE CROSS AND BLUE SHIELD HEALTH INSURANCE
Christy Mitchell was present to present this year’s quotes for the City’s health insurance. The current policy that the City employees are on has increased by 13.6% however Christy stated that she also had included 2 other options to look over. Christy stated that the dental policy that the employee pays out of pocket has gone down by 3% for next year. Renewal is by January 1st with enrollment in December.  City Council discussed possible options. Christy Mitchell stated that she can add a few more options to look over. She will send these to Bette Lessen and Bette will get them out to the Council and employees. Scott Popejoy made the table this issue until the next meeting. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

EXECUTIVE SESSION PROCEEDURE; ROCK ANDERSON
Rock Anderson had sent out copy on the KS state statues dealing with the proper procedure to call an executive session and reasons to hold one. Rock stated his opinion as Mayor on what has taken place and how he felt on whether the City Council was following the laws set forth as he presented to them, plus going into these sessions with out the City Attorney is wrong and should not happen in any future executive sessions.

JOHN CUMMINGS, AMERICAN LEGION 3 PHASE SERVICE
John Cummings, the current Post Commander spoke to the City Council about the high cost of electricity dealing with a 3-phase meter that the building does not use but is receiving charges for and would like to have the charges removed from this point forward so that the Legion is not being charged a demand/3-phase bill.  Travis Wood made the motion to drop the demand/3-phase charge. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

ELECTRIC UTILITY INCREASE
Bette Lessen reported that at this point in the year the City Council has reviewed the Westar proposal for the next years electric charge and if there is a need to increase the yearly increase higher than the 2.5% the Council acts at this time. No action was required at the time.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT
Howard Camp was not present.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
Scott Popejoy reminded everyone to get out and vote tomorrow.

Ray Vail stated that he agreed with the Mayor’s opinion and recommendation on Executive Sessions.

Mary Lou Peace reminded Bette Lessen that at the next meeting she should have the Certificate’s of Deposit presented during the business session.

Rock Anderson wished all candidates good luck in the election tomorrow.

COMMUNICATIONS
Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve and to place in file all communications. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PURCHASE REQUEST
Ray Vail made the motion to allow the purchase of the electric equipment requested. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Mary Lou Peace made the motion to go into executive session on Court Proceedings and hiring an Attorney with the City Council and the City Judge for 5 minutes. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 7:40 p.m.

Mary Lou Peace made the motion to go back into regular session at 7:45 p.m. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved. No action was taken by the City Council.

Dick Cleland spoke about the high-powered rifle removed from the pickup until the rifle is sighted in.  Any bullet proof vest that are out of date need to be replaced.

Dick Cleland made the motion to purchase as many new bullet-proof vests that is needed to replace the out dated vest. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
