REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
NOVEMBER 18, 2019

Mary Lou Peace read aloud a correction to the last paragraph following an Executive Session that City Clerk, Bette Lessen was not present or acting as Secretary at this point of the City meeting. The sentence read as follows; “Mary Lou stated there is a rifle in the new truck that needs to be sighted in and the officers qualified with it. There is also one in the Dodge that needs sighted in and qualified on. Dick Cleland made the motion to pull both guns from the vehicles until sighted in and qualified. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.” Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised minutes. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Rock Anderson presented the evenings agenda to the City Council. Under Unfinished Business Item E; Police Dept. was added and under New Business Item E; Street Map and Resource Guide was added. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING
No topics to discuss.

BLUE CROSS AND BLUE SHIELD INSURANCE
Rock Anderson opened the topic for discussion. Bette Lessen stated what the City Employees preferred, either Option A which is to stay with the current policy and no pay raise for 2020 or Option B which is to again keep the same policy and have the City employees pay in on the extra increase for the spouse and or family plan. Scott Popejoy felt the better options so that the employees or covered and no out of pocket expense was incurred by the employee was to go with MT 225 proposal. Dick Cleland made the motion to table the issue until the next meeting. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved 3 yes votes to Scott Popejoy’s No vote.

CITY ATTORNEY APPLICATIONS
Two applications were received, Wheeler and Mitchelson Attorney’s at Law and Meyer Law Firm. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to invite both companies to the next City Council meeting, December 2. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.




WORKMAN’S COMPENSATION BID
KMIT our current workman’s compensation organization presented a bid to the City for $13,776.00. $169.00 higher than 2019. Dick Cleland made the motion to accept KMIT’s bid for 2020. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
Mary Lou Peace stated that she had instructed Howard Camp to purchase new bullet proof vests for the outdated vests that the department has per the last Council meeting where this was decided. Mary Lou then handed out a bullet point on this matter to the Council present. Mary Lou questioned Howard on why these vests had not been purchased at this date. Howard Camp was present and stated that his department does need 3 new vests for the full-time officers, and he needs 2 vests for his part-time officers.  Discussion took place between the City Council and Chief Camp. Howard was told to purchase 3 new vests for the full-time officers and 2 adjustable vests for the part-time officers who do not have this protection. Howard Camp also informed the City Council that the Officers would be qualifying with their weapons this coming Saturday.

NEW BUSINESS

TERRY SERCER; 2018 AUDIT
Terry Sercer was present to go over the 2018 Audit with the City Council. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept and approve the 2018 Audit. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

DOLLAR GENERAL BEER LICENSE
Dick Cleland made the motion to approve the requested beer license. Travis Wood seconds the motion. Scott Popejoy brought up the matter of allowing them to sell beer when you have a liquor store established in Arma. The motion was passed 3 Yes to Scott Popejoy’s No vote.

CERTIFICATE OF DEPOSIT BIDS
Rock Anderson opened two bids that were received.  Girard national Bank bid 1.50% and Community National Bank bid 1.74%. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to accept Community National Banks bid. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

LETTERS TO SANTA CAMPAIGN
Rock Anderson reported that he had received a request from Brittany McCarley who is with the Morning Sun on if the City would like to donate $200.00 towards an ad with the children’s letters to Santa. Mary Lou Peace felt the Council to find a better way to spend 200.00 dollars. Mary Lou then made the motion to deny giving the Morning Sun a contribution. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

STREET MAP AND RESOURCE GUIDE
Bette Lessen reported that the Pittsburg Area Chamber of Commerce is setting up a 2020 street map and resource guide as they did last year. The City participated last year with a $499.00 ad. Scott Popejoy made the motion to have the same ad run in the 2020 map and guide. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Rock Anderson reported on the recent Bone Creek meeting.

COMMUNICATIONS

The motion was approved.
