	REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
DECEMBER 2, 2019


Mayor Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll call was taken, and all members of the City Council were present. The minutes from the previous meeting were presented to the City Council for their review. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the agenda. One new addition to New Business was added, Item E) Electric Rate increase for 2020. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Appropriation Ordinance #10 was presented to the City Council for payment approval. Questions were asked and answered. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve Appropriation Ordinance #10. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Mary Lou Peace stated that Travis Wood questioned earlier why the agenda does not reflect the swearing in of the newly elected officers? Rock Anderson stated that the Cities Resolution 2019-0101 was overridden by the City’s Charter Ordinance #9 that was passed by the City Council June 2016. The Charter Ordinance states that the newly elected officers will take their seats at the second meeting in January 2020. So, the City Council will remain as is until January 20, 2020.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT REPORT

BLUE CROSS AND BLUE SHIELD

Mary Lou Peace stated that she was supporting the insurance Policy with the employee covering half of the additional expense for their spouse/children and or family plan. Scott Popejoy again presented his proposal for Insurance policy MT 225 that would increase a higher out of pocket and drug card option but not cause any money from coming out of the employees bi-monthly paycheck. Ray Vail agreed with Scott’s proposal also. The Mayor allowed audience participation addressing the City Council. Crystal Fox, Tommy Leftwich and John Gorentz gave their opinions on the matter of the City health insurance options. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve insurance policy MT 225. Travis Wood seconds the motion. All members of the City Council except Mary Lou Peace voted yes. The motion passed.


CITY ATTORNEY CANDIDATES
Kevin Mitchelson with Wheeler – Mitchelson and Angela Meyer with Meyer Law were both present to address the City Council.
Angela Meyer reviewed her resume’ and stated that she would be able to attend all City meets on the 1st and 3rd Mondays and that the salary paid to the former attorney would be acceptable.  

Kevin Mitchelson addressed the Council and stated that he would be present for all City meetings and that Marshall Blinzler, who works for Wheeler-Mitchelson would handle the City court. Kevin did reaffirm that he would be the primary lawyer, but he had his firm to back him up if needed. Dick Cleland addressed a conversation that he had heard at a highway meeting between Kevin and Mary Lou Peace about his ability to attend all meetings. 

Dick Cleland made the motion to hire Angela Meyer, Meyer Law Firm. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

KIRBY NUTT, FCCLA CHRISTMAS DONATION REQUEST
Kirby Nutt an educator with the Northeast High School addressed the matter of the FCCLA working to raise money to purchase sweaters for the 343 students as a Christmas gift.  Kirby stated that they have raised almost all the funds to accomplish this event. What they are asking from the City is a $500.00 donation to take care of what has not been raised. Travis Wood made the motion to donate $500.00. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

DUSTIN STAPLES, 506 S. LONG REIMBURSEMENT
Dustin Staples was not present to speak to the City Council.

EMPLOYEE SALARY ADJUSTMENT
Rock Anderson brought up increasing employee salaries. Mary Lou Peace stated that this discussion was held last year and that and it was decided to have evaluations on each employee to determine a salary increase. Dick Cleland agreed with Mary Lou. Mary Lou also brought up the issue of job descriptions. Travis Wood felt that a Special Meeting should be held to discuss salaries. Dick Cleland made the motion to get evaluations and descriptions on each position and to table this discussion until this is accomplished. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Mary Lou Peace made the motion to have all job descriptions handed in by February 1st. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

CHRISTMAS DONATION
Rock Anderson brought up that in the past years the City Council has given the City Employees extra day off. Mary Lou Peace stated that she was against giving away a day to the employees since earlier this year Veterans Day was not given to the employees but moved to December 24th so that they would be off with pay on the 24th and the 25th. Scott Popejoy made the motion to give the City employees a half day December 31st. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

ELECTRIC RATE INCREASE, 2020
Mary Lou Peace felt that with the upcoming change in purchasing our electric current the City should not need to increase the base charge the 2.5% this coming January 1st. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to not increase the electric service 2.5%. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  

POLICE CHIEF REPORT
Howard Camp reported on the certification and training on the rifles this past weekend. One office was not present but will get certified. Howard also requested allowing Tommy Leftwich to attend training on the tazer. Scott Popejoy made the motion to allow. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. Howard stated that they are still working on the bullet proof vest. Mary Lou Peace stated that she had contacted Southern Uniform about the fit of the vest and that it would be best financially that the part time officers are fitted for their vest.
