ARMA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Leesa Rhodes was present to update the City Council on past month activities. Craig VanWey is working on a mock up; Opportunity Zone will be holding a meeting in Pittsburg December 12th. Matt O'Mally is working on numbers for the Frisbee field grant and on Saturday December 15th there will be a Breakfast with Santa at the Arma Grade School. All funds raised will go towards new playground equipment.  The next economic development meeting is set for January 28th.

DANNY ROGEL BUILDING, 401 E WASHINGTON

Lessa Rhodes began with stating that Bill Warlop was not able to attend the meeting tonight. Leesa also said that they had spoke to a demolition engineer with "Pier Tech" who told Leesa he would not be able to come to Arma for at least 2 months to start any work on the building. Richard Kerley stated that a written report from the HCC (Bill Warlop) was suppose to be presented to the City Council this evening. Ray Vail asked how the property owner was going to handle this situation. Danny Rogel said he would give the building to a historic group so they could rework the building. Dick Cleland made the motion that on the 17th of December a representative for this structure will be present with a written plan on how this building will be repaired. Ray Vail seconds the motion. NEW BUSINESS

M & M TACTICAL CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

Mitch and Misty Huddleston along with their attorney were present to discuss with the City Council the Conditional Use permit that was granted to them by the City Council at the May 15, 2017 meeting. After a lengthy discussion from both sides and concerned residents Scott Popejoy made the motion to send this matter back to the Zoning Board for their review and clarification then have the Board address this matter at the 2nd meeting in January. Ray Vail seconds the motion. Dick Cleland and Mary Lou Peace voted NO on the motion. The motion past with the majority.
2019 EMPLOYEE RAISES

Rock Anderson brought up the issue of recommending a 3% raise increase for 2019 which would be just over the "cost of living" increase which is set at 2.8%. Mary Lou Peace stated that merit raises should be given and then handed out 2 different copies on the full time City employees and where each stands at their current salary and their health insurance factored in. Mary Lou Peace then made the motion to set evaluations and to do increases in 2019 for each employee. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. Scott Popejoy and Richard Kerley voted NO.  The motion past with the majority.  Rick Smith stated that the City Council needs to go through each employee's evaluation. Ray Vail made the motion to have each Department Head over see the evaluations prior to the City Council reviewing them. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. Scott Popejoy voted NO the motion past with the majority.
CHRISTMAS DONATION TOWARD CHURCH BASKETS

Bette Lessen asked the City Council if they would like to donate $5.00 or more towards this years Christmas baskets that the 2 church's put together for the needy. Council and City Attorney contributed towards the cause.

NORTH LIFT STATION

John Gorentz stated facts about the submersible and the cost for replacement. John is working with PEC and will get back with the Council on cost. To keep the station running the parts will run about $2000.00 and John will be working with Smith and Loveless. Dick Cleland made the motion to approve the purchase for parts with Smith and Loveless. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
SPEED LIMIT

Rock Anderson reported on the reduced speed on Hwy 69 which took place a week ago. The question is whether or not the City Council wants to continue with Rob Albertini to have the survey done or to hold back for a year. Council agreed to have John Gorentz get with Ron Albertini to hold off for now.

Chief Camp was not present, but it was reported that Tommy Leftwich is back on the force and Rick Fox has taken over as the SRO Officer.
