REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING
Rock Anderson brought up the employee job descriptions. Rock stated that he would take care of the Office Staff, John Gorentz will handle the laborers and Howard Camp will handle the police staff. Job descriptions will be handed in by February 1, 2020.

ELECTRIC RATE ORDINANCE 626
Rock Anderson reviewed the previous discussion on removing the 2.5% rate increase for 2020. Travis Wood made the motion to accept City Ordinance 626, Electric Rate change. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

RESOLUTION 2019-0102
Angela Meyer, City Attorney presented a Resolution 2019-0102 which would formalize her position with the City as City Attorney until appointments are made May 4, 2020. Ray Vail made the motion to accept Resolution 2019-01-02. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

DANGEROUS STRUCTURES
The property at 208 E Washington was brought up as a possible Dangerous Structure. Barbara Babcock stated to the City Council that this property as well as another one across the street is an eye sore for the business district and needs to be taken care of. Angela Meyer will review the City Ordinance on Dangerous Structures.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to start the procedure of this property located at 208 E. Washington St. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NUISANCE;  209 E. WASHINGTON
Bette Lessen reported that Officer Jerry Wayman contacted the resident at 209 E. Washington St. about the debris located on the property. Angela requested that any information on this matter be sent to her. Travis Wood made the motion to continue with the property cleanup. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

2020 BEER LICENSE’S
Bette Lessen stated that the City has received 3 applications for 2020 beer license. Horton’s Pizza Plus, Dollar General and the American Legion. Ray Vail made the motion to approve all 3 applications. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

TOMMY LEFTWICH’S RESIGNATION
Tommy Leftwich has handed in his letter of resignation with his last day being December 28th. Tommy also stated that he would be willing to continue as a part-time officer for the City. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept Tommy’s letter of resignation. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Mary Lou Peace handed out information on listing this job online with 3 State organizations.

NAME PLATES
Mary Lou Peace presented 3 styles of name plates for the two new City Council members that were made by Ken Cleland. The cost per name plate is $45.00. The Council preferred the name plate of Kenny Harryman. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

LIMB PICKUP
Mary Lou Peace removed herself from the table as a Council member to speak to the City Council as a resident of Arma on the matter of limb pickup. Mary Lou then proceeded to inform the Council on dates and times that she had requested limbs to be picked up from her property over a 2-month period. The Mayor did ask if the limbs were removed at this time and Mary Lou replied yes. 

FIRE CHIEF REPORT
Mike McLeod was present to report on the Fire Dept. There had been just under 200 calls this past year and around 45 calls in Arma. Mike also handed out information about needed equipment they should have and operating a Fire Department. Mike stated that he is looking a part-time paid help. Also, Mike requested the City to pay for Christmas gifts to the volunteer firemen of $25.00 per guy. Travis Wood made the motion to cover the cost of the Christmas gifts. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to add part-time firefighters and the requested equipment for a cost of $1,257.99. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
Rock Anderson thanked Scott Popejoy and Ray Vail for their service to the City.

COMMUNICATIONS
Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept and place on file all communications received. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PURCHASE REQUEST
