REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

DECEMBER 17, 2018

Mayor Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll Call was taken, Richard Kerley was absent. Minutes from the previous meeting were presented. Dick Cleland stated that the minutes were incorrect on the Electric building. They should read that the sidewalls materials not roofing materials were discussed. Rock Anderson asked why there was paper work in front of him. Mary Lou Peace said that she had made corrections with Bette and that these were the corrections. Rock stated that he had said that the Cost of Living is 2.8 not 2.7 and this changes should be reversed. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept the revised minutes. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the Agenda. Under New Business Item C) 2.5% Electric rate increase and Item D) Clothing Allowance were added.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised Agenda. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING

Rock Anderson brought up the Strategic Plan with the City Council for discussion. No action was taken by Council.

DANNY ROGEL BUILDING 401 E. WASHINGTON

Danny Rogel was not present nor was any inspector or engineer to report to the City Council on the buildings structural strength. Rick Smith stated that without any reports as requested that the City Council should move forward. Scott Popejoy made the motion to publish the Resolution and to hold a Public Hearing to proceed with Condemnation.  Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  The hearing is set for February 4th meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

BEER LICENSE 2019

Bette Lessen presented one beer license to the City Council for their approval; the license is for Horton's Pizza Plus. Ray Vail made the motion to approve the 2019 Beer License. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
CHRISTMAS BONUS

Rock Anderson stated that the City Council has given the City Employees a Christmas bonus which is a paid day off on the 24th, so Rock recommended that the Council give this 24th as a paid day to the employees. Mary Lou Peace handed out paperwork that gave a total cost for allowing the City Employees the day off on the 24th, of $1,143.20. Scott Popejoy made the motion to allow the Christmas Bonus as recommended by the Mayor. Ray Vail seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 

2.5% ELECTRIC RATE INCREASE

Mary Lou Peace questioned whether or not the City has or when we would see an electrical credit to the City bill that we will be able to give back to the Arma electric users.  Rick Smith stated that Arma purchases at a Wholesale rate so Arma will not be receiving this credit.  Mary Lou felt that the 2.5% increase on the electric rate should be held off until this is verified. Bette Lessen said that even if the City would receive a credit it would be worked into the client's statement which can happen any month.  No action was taken by Council.
CLOTHING ALLOWANCE

Mary Lou Peace brought up the issue of giving the City Employees $300.00 a year for clothing allowance and they still have the City purchase gloves at Kenny's for themselves. Mary Lou handed out paperwork she had gathered from going through City bills the past few months and stated that this is a big cost to the City with the Clothing Allowance on top of it. After a lengthy discussion Rock Anderson stated that he would speak to the City Superintendent. Mrs. Burns was allowed to address the City Council on how her husband, Chuck Burns, City Electrician uses his $300.00 each year. 

FIRE CHIEF'S REPORT

Mick McLeod reported on the fire hydrants. Mike also asked if District #2 can have an old hydrant. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to allow. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was allowed.

COUNCIL COMMENTS

Christmas wishes were extended by all.

COMMUNICATIONS

Rick Smith stated that the Shine Solar contract has been reviewed and with Council approval can be moved forward with the Mayor's signature. Ray Vail made the motion to accept the City Attorney's opinion on the Shine Solar contract. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PURCHASE REQUEST

Dick Cleland made the motion to allow the purchase of the requested materials. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Ray Vail made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:25 p.m. Scott Popejoy seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
