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RGULAR BUSINESS MEETING


Mayor Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. The roll call was taken, and all members of the City Council was present. Minutes from the previous meeting were presented. Ken Harryman made the motion to accept the minutes as presented. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Under New Business Item C) Employee Hours was added by Mary Lou Peace. Travis Wood made the motion to accept the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Appropriation Ordinance #1 was presented to approval of payment. Dick Cleland made the motion to approve Appropriation Ordinance #1 for payment. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Leesa Rhodes was not present, but Mary Lou Peace stated that Leesa would be attending a meeting in Topeka next week.

TRASH SERVICE BIDS
Rock Anderson stated that there were 3 bids received. WCA, $297.50 a month; McClelland, $184.50 and Short’s, $245.00. Each company had the opportunity to address the City Council on their bids. No one was present for WCA, but Cheryl Zimmerman with Short’s Trash Service was present and stated that she felt that the bids were not “apples to apples” she was not aware of the size of container or the seasonal use the City currently had. McClelland stated that one they donate their trash service to Arma Homecoming, plus to the children activities during the summer months that pop up as well as the luncheon program at the Library in the summer. Bette Lessen asked the City Council if they have had any complaints or seen any problems themselves with the City’s current company? Rob Lessen made the motion to accept McClelland’s Trash Service for $184.50 a month. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was accepted.

JOB DESCRIPTIONS
Mary Lou Peace felt that this topic would take more time than this meeting would allow so she requested to hold a Special Meeting. Mary Lou made the motion to hold this Special Meeting to discuss Job Descriptions on Monday, February 10th at 6:30. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

SUPERINTENDENT, JOHN GORNETZ REPORT
John Gorentz reported on several projects that are currently in progress or needed to be done.
A)  Access to the South Lift Station which currently is off 69 HWY and once the new 4 lanes is built will no longer be available to the City crew, so John is looking at an access across Alan Roberts property south of W. Hector.
B) Nate Fickle is asking about setting up a concrete plant in the Industrial Park where there was one before. This is dealing with the Highway project. Also, Nate had told John that his company would like to build the road from W. South to W Perry behind Dollar General. John also stated that he spoke to Mike Larkin at the KDOT meeting in Chanute about the City’s dirt in Westland Acres and that he did not think they would be needing dirt from Arma.
C) John reported on the City Park Restroom doors being in bad shape. They are steel frames and Kenny does not sell that material, but Mr. Warlop with Home Center Construction does, and John asked him to check prices and get back with him.
D) The pool lights which are not used and are sealed need to be looked at before the season. John has asked Seascapes to come out and give their opinion on how to seal them, so water does not escape.
E) Northwest part of town is having a drainage problem near the trailer court. John has spoke to the County road department about inserting more culverts to drain the water to the west.
F) The Water Filtration water sand filters need to have some maintenance done. John asked the City Council to allow him to get bids for this job. Council agreed on bidding out the project.
G) A safety audit was done recently, and the City did very well on our procedures and following our guidelines.  We just needed to update mask that are used around the gas in the back room.
H) Don Buche on E. Palmer asked if they could do some culvert work on their property. John told them that they could do this work on their property, John asked the City Council if he could help them by removing some brush/trees with City equipment since this is on private property. Dick Cleland asked about the ditch behind Rick Cummings house. John brought up the ground being so wet but that when the weather improves and the ground hardens, he will be taking care of the problem.

FINANCING NEW SUBSTATION
This issue was tabled following the Executive Session at the end of the meeting.

EMPLOYEE WORK HOURS
Mary Lou Peace brought up the hours that the outside City employees are working, 7 to 3:30 and that per the Employee Manual these are not the hours. The hours listed in the manual are 8 to 4:30 and that the outside employees should be working these hours and not choosing their own hours to work. Rock Anderson said that as a Council member in the past he remembered the outside employees working the summer months 7 to 3:30.
Mary Lou Peace made the motion to have the City employees work 8 to 4:30 beginning this coming Monday, Feb 10th. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved with Rob Lessen abstaining.


CHIEF OF POLICE
Howard Camp reported that Craig Ruddick had been swore in and is on duty with the Department. Jerry Wayman is off sick this week. Howard also addressed Rick Fox’s salary that he had never received a dollar increase once he had competed his training and he is still at 15.88 an hour. Dick Cleland made the motion to increase Rick Fox to $16.50 an hour. Travis Wood seconds the motion. Rob Lessen asked if the Budget allowed for this increase, and the members of the Council stated yes. The motion was approved.
Howard brought up the cameras at the City Park and that they are not hooked up to the Police Dept nor can he view anything at the site. Rob Lessen asked Howard if the information can be downloaded on to a thumb drive. Howard said he would get with Mike McLeod on this.
