Goins Enterprises, Inc. for  $97,000.00
Dick Cleland made the motion to accept the bid from Water Tank Inspection, LLC for $36,500.00. Rob Lessen seconds the motion. The motion was approved, and Angela Meyer will take on the paperwork.

MAYOR’S APPOINTMENTS
Rock Anderson reviewed the past action from the previous meeting then handed the floor over to Angela Meyer who stated that on page 47 in the League of KS Municipalities handbook that the Mayor has the discretion to make appointments at will per his position. Mary Lou Peace disagreed again and made the motion to table this matter until the next meeting so that an executive session could be held with Police Chief Howard Camp on Non-Elected Personnel Matters. Angela Meyer corrected Mary Lou on what she as a City Council member can and cannot discuss inside of an executive session dealing with this issue. Mary Lou then rescinded her motion. Dick Cleland reported on complaints he has received from customers about their electric bills. Mary Lou Peace said that she has also, particularly Arma Mini Mall and Mary Lou wants the electric meter replaced.
