REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
APRIL 6, 2020

Due to COVID-19 this City Council meeting was held via a conference call and streamed on City of Arma Facebook page as well as on Eye on Arma’s page.


Mayor Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Due to not gathering for this meeting the Mayor and Council chose not the salute the American flag.  Roll call was taken, and all members of the City Council and the City Attorney were present. The minutes from the previous meeting were brought forward. Angela Meyer asked to correct the wording on the motion by Rob Lessen on the issue of the Coplin public hearing. The sentence should read, “Rob Lessen made the motion to continue the public hearing…” Rob Lessen made the motion to approve the corrected minutes. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evening agenda. Ken Harryman made the motion to accept the agenda as presented. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Appropriation Ordinance #3 was presented to the City Council for approval. Travis Wood made the motion to approve Appropriation Ordinance #3 for payment. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

COVID-19 UPDATE
Rock Anderson reviewed the emails that the Council has been receiving with the Governor and State authorities on the regulations that all Kansans are requested/required to follow. Angela Meyer brought up the City’s Park’s and the use of them. Discussion was held on whether to rope/tape them off from the general public but still allow them to use the ground/sidewalk area. Dick Cleland made the motion to have the playground equipment taped off to prevent any use of the equipment until further notice. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
Angela Meyer brought up discussing the matter of court in May at the next meeting.
Rock Anderson felt that the City-Wide Clean-up that is scheduled for April 27-May 3rd should be postpone. All members of the City Council agreed. Dick Cleland made the motion to postpone the City-Wide Clean-up until a later date/further notice. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
Rock Anderson brought up his conversation with Police Chief Howard Camp and what his department has been doing for the community dealing with COVID-19. Also, protective garments/items have been delivered to the Police for their use as well as handing out to health authorities in this field. Rock complemented Howard and his officers for their work.  




WATER FILTER CONTRACT
Angela Meyer had a copy of the contract added to each Council members packet for their review. Angela stated that she still had a couple of issues that she felt she should discuss with John Gorentz that should be added in. A final draft will be brought back to the City Council at the next meeting for their approval.

COPLIN PROPERTY/PUBLIC HEARING
Angela Meyer reported that she had not had the opportunity to talk with Mr. Coplin about the public hearing that has now been continued to this meeting. Angela stated that she felt the Council should continue to the May 4th meeting. Dick Cleland made the motion to continue the Public Hearing on May 4th. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

UTILITY PAYMENT CONTRACT
Rock Anderson stated that the contract along with informational paperwork was included in their packets for review. Vanessa will send out letters to anyone late on making their payment to inform them about this contact with the City and what their responsibilities are to fill it out and return it to the City Clerk’s office. Ken Harryman made the motion to accept the paperwork on late utility payments. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. Rob Lessen questioned if this was only for COVID-19 furlough residents or for anyone late in making their payment. Angela stated that the cover letter that will go out states COVID-19 employees. The vote was taken, and the motion was approved.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT
Paperwork for the past month was included in the Council members packet.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
No reports were given.

COMMUNICATIONS
No communications were presented.

PURCHASE REQUEST; POLICE TASER/TRAINING
In each of the Council members packets is paperwork on the purchasing of five tasers as well as training by Assistant Chief Chris Wilson. The expense of new tasers will be $18,000.00 which can be paid over a five-year term. Angela Meyer requested that the City Council not act on this matter until she can finalize the contract for the next meeting. Rob Lessen made the motion to table this issue until the next meeting. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

Rock Anderson brought up the next City Council meeting on April 20th and if they should continue with a phone conference over gathering? Council members agreed that a phone conference should be held for the second meeting.

Rob Lessen made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:05 p.m. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
