REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
JUNE 1, 2020


Mayor Rock Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. Roll call was taken, and all members of the City Council were present as was the City Attorney.  The minutes from the previous meeting were presented to the City Council. Rob Lessen made the motion to approve the minutes. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Four additions were made to the New Business. Item E) Baseball Practice, Item F) Opening City Hall/City Pool, Item G) SRO Position and Item H) Part-time City Manager. Travis Wood made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the Appropriation Ordinance #5 to the City Council. Kenny Harryman made the motion to approved for payment Appropriation Ordinance #5. Rob Lessen seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

BAN ON UTILITY DISCONNECTS
Rock Anderson reported that the Governor’s ban on disconnecting customers has lifted. Vanessa reported on the current outstanding bills. Travis Wood felt that a plan needs to be setup on these past due amounts. Rock Anderson said the $200.00 extra a month would be an amount to consider. Rob Lessen made the motion to table the matter until the next meeting. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PUBLIC HEARING COPLIN PROPERTY
Angela Meyer stated that the Council would hold tonight a Public Hearing on the Amos Coplin property located at 208 E. Washington St. Amos’s son Robert Coplin was present to ask the City Council for some time to tear down the structure and to clean up the property. Robert stated that he should be able to get started on the project the following week. Robert was asked when he could have this completed and Robert said by the end of September. Council discussed the matter and then Rob Lessen made the motion to table the discussion until the next meeting. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

CNB FINANCIAL CONTRACT; ELECTRIC SUBSTATION
Angela Meyer addressed the contract that each member had been sent. Rob Lessen made the motion to accept the contract on Angela Meyer’s recommendation. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 
Angela then asked to have the first bill for the bond paid out, amount is $7,806.72. Travis Wood made the motion to make payment on the Bond. Rob Lessen seconds the motion. The motion was approved.


ROBERTS PROPERTY EASEMENT
A drawing by Ron Albertini was sent to each Council member for review and it turns out that the roadway that the City needs to reach the lift station is not on the Robert’s property but is on the Lockwood’s.  Rock Anderson recommended that the City Council invite the Lockwood’s to the next City meeting to discuss the easement. Dick Cleland made the motion to table this matter until the next meeting. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

2019 AUDIT REPORT, TERRY SERCER
Terry Sercer was present and went over the 2019 Audit with the City Council. Travis Wood made the motion to approve the 2019 Audit. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

APPOINT A PRESIDENT OF THE CITY COUNCIL
Dick Cleland made the motion to elect Rob Lessen as President of the City Council. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PROPERTY NUISANCES; 210 E. PERRY AND 602 S. 4TH ST.
Howard Camp reported on these two properties and pictures were presented to the City Council. Council felt that Mike McLeod should do an inspection on both properties. Travis Wood made the motion to have Chief Camp move ahead on the nuisances and to have Fire Chief McLeod inspect both properties. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

2021 BUDGET PREPARATION
Rock Anderson recommended getting started on the 2021 Budget. Mary Lou Peace requested department heads be included in this preparation process. Mary Lou also handed out a financial graph on the City’s currently standing as of May 2020 per Fund showing income/expenditure/difference.  Mary Lou made the motion to hold a Special Meeting on Monday June 22nd at 6:30 p.m. and to invite the Department heads. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

BASEBALL PRACTICE
Rock Anderson brought up the use of the City baseball parks. Angela Meyer addressed what other communities are doing dealing with the COVID-19. City Council discussed their options. Travis Wood made the motion to follow the Resolution allowing the use to practice only on the City Ball Diamonds. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Also, the Playground at the City Park will be opened.

CITY POOL AND CITY HALL
Angela Meyer stated that Piper Richardson has requested the use of the City Pool for three days a week (M-W-F) for 4 hours each day. Travis Wood made the motion to table this matter until the next meeting. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  
Angela Meyer reported that most City Halls in the area are using a drive through process. The City now is using a drive up/deposit slot for customer’s paying their bills.  A plastic shield should be installed before opening City Hall. Mayor agreed that safety procedures need to be implemented. Rob Lessen made the motion to keep City Hall closed for the time being. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. 

SRO POSITION
Mary Lou Peace brought up the hiring of a new officer to become the SRO officer for the school district. Mary Lou reported on upcoming classes to get the person certified. Dick Cleland brought up the matter of whether the school system will be open this fall due to the virus situation. Dick Cleland made the motion to accept applications for the SRO position pending the schools opening. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Howard Camp will work on the applications.

PART-TIME CITY MANAGER
Ken Harryman stated that the City Council should investigate hiring a part-time City Manager. Rock Anderson brought up the current City Budget not having funds for this position. Travis Wood felt that the Council members should discuss this with Terry Sercer when working on the 2021 Budget.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT
Howard Camp handed out his monthly department report for May. Howard also reported on a case that recently turned up stolen items.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
No comments were shared

COMMUNICATIONS
No communications were received

PURCHASE REQUEST
No request for material or supplies were made.

Rob Lessen made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:18 p.m. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
