REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
JUNE 15, 2020


Mayor Rock Anderson opened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of Allegiance was stated by all present. The roll call was taken, and all members of the City Council were present. The minutes from the previous meeting were presented to the City Council. Rob Lessen made the motion to approve the minutes. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved. The Mayor presented the evenings agenda. Under Unfinished Business Item F) SRO was added. Ken Harryman made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

LOCKWOOD PROPERTY EASEMENT
Murry and Norma Lockwood were present to speak to the City Council about an easement on their property to the South Lift Station. Murry stated that he nor Norma had a problem with the City putting in this 25’ road to the lift station off W. Hector, Murry only request to replace the gates that are currently on the property and to have a cattle guard gate installed where the road begins off W. Hector. John Gorentz brought up the idea of having a new fence installed to enclose the roadway. John will get with the Lockwood’s and the Robert’s to get this worked out and then bring it back to the City Council. Travis Wood made the motion to table this matter until the next meeting. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

DELINQUENT UTILITY PAYMENTS
Bette Lessen reported on the current standings of unpaid utility bills to update the City Council. Travis Wood made the motion to send out a notice to customers who are behind the arrangement of paying their current bill and include an additional $200.00 for the delinquent bills and to continue to follow the City Ordinance. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

COPLIN PROPERTY PROGRESS
It was reported to the City Council that the City had cut the grass on this property and as of this date no work has been done on the structure. Rob Lessen made the motion to continue the Public Hearing until the next meeting. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

CITY POOL
Rob Lessen made the motion to not open the City Pool this season. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.



EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK
Angela Meyer had presented a copy to each member on changes that she had made and asked the Council members to read over her changes as well as look at the City of Frontenac and City of Girard’s handbooks that Bette Lessen sent out to them via email. Travis Wood made the motion to table this issue. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

SRO; MARY LOU PEACE
Mary Lou Peace brought up the position of the SRO officer and that the City Council needs to not miss the opportunity to send an Officer to the training school that will be held next month. Mary Lou also reported that she had pulled the original agreement between the School and the City, the school is planning on opening this August as she had been told. Rock Anderson stated that Chief Camp is working on finding a qualified person for this position and that Chief Camp will get with the City Council at the July 6th meeting. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to table the discussion until the next meeting. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NEW BUSINESS

JOE ENGLAND; CONCERTE IN THE CITY PARK
Joe England was not present

OLIVIA POMMIER; DOG PARK
Olivia and her father Chris Pommier were present to discuss the option of building a dog park in Arma.  They felt the best place for the park would be to the south of the McDonald Ball Park and east of the City garden. Chris stated that the cost of fencing now is 11.00 per linear feet and Mary Lou Pease stated that a 10’ gate is around $150.00. Chris said that they were thinking of a 50’ square for the Park. Bette Lessen told the Pommier’s about the grant opportunity through the Richard O Thomas Foundation. This is what the City of Pittsburg used to build their park. No action was taken by the City Council at this time. Olivia Pommier thanked the City Council for their time.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; LEESA RHODES
Leesa Rhodes was present to report on the upcoming City-Wide garage sale July 31, Aug. 1st and 2nd. Leesa also reported on a new group that has come together with County wide community leaders working on a Recovery Task Force.  This task force was formed by Shawn Naccarato through Pittsburg State.

SAND PILE STRUCTURE
Mary Lou Peace brought up the topic of building a covered concrete structure to hold and protect the sand/salt combination that is on the back lot. The cost of the project is $9,771.51 and Mary Lou asked Bette Lessen to find out which fund and line item could cover this expense. Bette reported that it would need to come from Special Streets fund and split between Rock/Chat line item and Miscellaneous line item. Dick Cleland made the motion to table this until the last quarter of this budget to see if the funds will allow the purchase. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
WIFI STAGE ACCESS
Mary Lou Peace questioned when the steps and ramp would be installed to the stage at the WIFI Park. Bette Lessen asked if the Council was allowing folks in wheelchairs to be on the stage….If the Council is allowing then they need to have a railing built to protect these people from falling off the stage and protecting the City’s liability. John Gorentz was asked to find out what the cost would be to build the steps, ramp, and railing around the stage. Mary Lou made the motion to table this issue. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

WASHINGTON ST PARK RESTROOM
Mary Lou Peace asked why the doors at the park restrooms were not repaired. John Gorentz stated the HCC was hired to do the repairs but have not had the opportunity to get the job done yet, but he would find out what is going on. Bette Lessen asked if there were going to be sanitation stations installed in these facilities due to the COVID-19. Dick Cleland felt that the restrooms should stay shut until the virus is contained.
