REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING
AUGUST 3RD, 2020

Bette Lessen stated that the payment to the Company had to be paid and that the City will still go forward with a Lease Purchase Agreement. Bette Lessen confirmed this banking action with Donnie Humble at CNB, the City can take care of this issue this direction. Travis Wood made the motion to approve for payment Appropriation Ordinance #7. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved by three Council members. Mary Lou Peace voted No. Motion passed.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

COPLIN PUBLIC HEARING; CONTINUED
Angela Meyer reported on the Coplin property and that the house is gone, and the property has been picked up. An old garage and a pod are still at the back of the property. Travis Wood made the motion to continue the Public Hearing on the Amos Coplin property. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

LEASE PURCHASE AGREEMENT
The City received two bids: Girard National bid for a 4-year Lease Purchase at 2.17% where Community National bid 2.19 %. Mary Lou Peace made the motion to accept GNB’s bid. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved. Travis Wood made the motion to give the Mayor Rock Anderson the authority to sign the contracts with GNB. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

NOISE ORDINANCE/CODES
Angela Meyer presented Resolution 2020-005 and City Ordinance 631 to correct the days and time on the current Codes. Ken Harryman made the motion to accept and publish City Ordinance 631. Mary Lou Peace seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
USE OF BALL FIELD
Mindy Payne Jeremiah Hagen were present to ask the City Council to allow them to use the Hookie Ball Park on August 16th beginning at 6:00 p.m. for a traveling ball team try outs. All KRPA safety regulations will be put into effect. Travis Wood made the motion to allow the use of the Hookie Ball field August 16 beginning at 6 pm and to make sure that the event says in compliance with the KRPA regulations. Ken Harryman seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

PARK RESTROOMS
Mary Lou Peace questioned John Gorentz on why the Park Restrooms were not open? John stated that they were open, and they had been since last week.

NEW BUSINESS

WATER/WASTEWATER POSITION
John Gorentz stated that he had received six applications. None of them have certification but one a Mike Painter has qualifications in working with Electric as well as machinery and from John’s perspective Mike would be the most qualified applicant for the position. Travis Wood made the motion that died due to the lack of a second. City Council decided to discuss the applications at the 17th meeting and to hold a Special Meeting on August 31st at 6:30 to interview candidates. Brenda Banks reported on the current situation of the steps in the front of the Library needing repair. And the Letters on the wall are still not up and Brenda would like to see them put up before cold weather. Dick Cleland said that he would have a work order written up.
