REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Minutes for the Work Session on June 12, 2019 were then presented to the City Council. Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.  Rock Anderson presented the evening agenda. Under Unfinished Business one addition was made, Item F. City Pond – Travis Wood.  Scott Popejoy made the motion to approve the revised agenda. Travis Wood seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

STRATEGIC PLANNING
Rock Anderson presented his Strategic Planning on the Strengths of Arma. Rock asked the members to review and at the next meeting they will address the Weakness.

POWERLINE UPGRADE; CHUCK BURNS
Chuck Burns was present to go over the quote he received on replacing electric lines due to the insulation coming off the wires. The expense for all the materials would be as high as $3,186.71. Chuck also stated that he is looking a replacing some lines from overhead to underground service particularly in around up town and the rest home.

CITY PARK RESTROOM; HOWARD CAMP
Howard Camp was not present so Tommy Leftwich stated that the Police Dept can take care of unlocking and locking the doors each day. Mary Lou Peace stated that Mike McLeod is getting a price for a security camera and should have that information for the next meeting.



UTV/GOLF CART ORDINANCE #620
Rick Smith asked to have the minutes from the previous meeting sent to him so that a new Ordinance #620 can be drafted.  Richard Kerley addressed the City Council on what the reason is for wanting to establish an Ordinance on Golf Carts in Arma and what the fee’s will be. Mary Lou Peace quoted the State Statue on the legality of owning/using a golf cart on city streets. Richard stated why he and his wife use a golf cart and that as far as the Chief of Police was aware there has not been any issues in Arma.

Lissa addressed the City Council requesting the use of the City WIFI Park for a garage sale/community day on July 13th from 8 to 1 pm. Brenda Banks stated that she did not have a problem with the event as long as the grass isn’t torn up due to wet ground. Travis Wood made the motion to allow the July 13th event at the WIFI Park weather permitting. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.

RESOLUTION 2019- 0101 ELECTION CODES
Rick Smith presented the Resolution to the City Council on the matter of taking office after the November election is certified by the Crawford Co. Commission, which occurs after December 1. Scott Popejoy made the motion to accept Resolution 2109- 0101. Dick Cleland seconds the motion. The motion was approved.
